The network will include fiber to the premises with speeds initially up to 1000 Mbps up and 1000 Mbps down covering 47 homes and 2 businesses in the city of Piedmont.  In addition, Nextlink will construct three telecommunications towers in strategic locations in the Piedmont area that are able to provide speeds initially at 100 Mbps up and 100 Mbps down covering an additional 95 eligible households and 3 businesses in and around the cities of Piedmont and Severy.  In total, the hybrid network will serve 145 aggregate locations across two counties.
	1: Nextlink intends to construct the fiber and wireless network in and around the cities of Piedmont and Severy in the counties of Greenwood and Elk using internal employees for most of the work involved.  The company will utilize existing team members in the Winfield geographic area and will supplement with additional hires as necessary to meet the build-out milestones.  Nextlink offers competitive wages and great benefits to all full-time employees of the company.

	1: The hybrid fiber and wireless network will be constructed across Greenwood and Elk counties and will serve 145 total locations across the two counties.  The fiber network will be concentrated in the city of Piedmont with the ability to provide speeds in excess of 1000 Mbps up and 1000 Mbps down covering 47 homes and 2 businesses.  In addition, the wireless network will cover rural areas in and around the cities of Piedmont and Severy and will be able to provide speeds initially at 100 Mbps up and 100 Mbps down covering an additional 95 eligible households and 3 businesses.
	0: The goals of the project are to provide high-quality, high-speed broadband internet and phone service to underserved areas in the cities of Piedmont and Severy and unserved and underserved rural areas outside of these cities in Greenwood and Elk counties.  In addition to targeting unserved and underserved areas across the two counties, Nextlink also is focusing on economically distressed areas.  In fact, all proposed locations to be served in Greenwood and Elk counties are noted to be in economically distressed areas either tied to unemployment rates or per capita income levels.  Based on Nextlink’s participation in the Affordable Connectivity Program in the state of Kansas, it is anticipated that a high percentage of households due to the economically distressed nature of the proposed service areas will be able to take advantage of the $30 per month subsidy and $100 device benefit being funded through the FCC and USAC.
