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1. An executive summary of the project:

Midco will build fiber plant to deliver high-speed internet, cable TV and telephone services to 30
unserved homes in Lecompton Township, Douglas County. Today, these homes lack access to a
reliable internet connection, with speeds less than 25/3 Mbps.

With Midco's fiber-to-the-home (FTTH) network, customers will have multiple broadband speed tier
choices, from 50 Mbps/50 Mbps up to 1 Gbps/1 Gbps. Additionally, Midco offers a Internet Basics
(25 Mbps/25 Mbps) service tier to low-income families who request it. We continually monitor the
needs of customers to make sure the products they want are available at market prices they can
afford.

Project milestones will begin in 2022, with construction to start in early 2023 and turn-up date by
October 31, 2023.

2. A description of the location (City(s), County(s), etc.), proposed service areas, parners
involved and anticipated improvements.

The project area begins north of Interstate 70, continuing north into Lecompton Township. The
project area reaches north towards the 3-way intersection of E 800th Rd, N 1851st Diag Rd, and N
1850th Rd. The eastern border of the project area is E 800th Rd and the western border of the
project area is just west of E 758th Rd.

The majority of the project area is in Lecompton Township, Douglas County (project area expands
slightly into Kanwaka Township).

Midco currently operates an extensive fiber network in Douglas County, KS - specifically in the

Lawrence, KS area. Midco is committed to closing the digital divide in the communities we serve by
continually evaluating future build opportunities to connect more unserved and underserved homes.

3. Goals of the project and community need to address including whether the proposed area is
unserved or economically distressed or what the compelling need is, if served.

The goal of this project is to extend reliable broadband services to 30 unserved homes and help
bridge the digital divide. Today, these homes lack access to a reliable internet connection, with
speeds less than 25/3 Mbps.

This project is needed so students (both children and adult learners) will have faster connections to
online textbooks, libraries, school intranet learning portals and homework/research assignments.
High-speed broadband powers video streaming and video chat — bringing benefits for education,
remote work, entertainment, telemedicine and more.

We are proposing to build a FTTH network, extending off our current plant in the greater Lawrence,
KS area. The build will bring Gig symmetrical speeds to 30 unserved residences in Lecompton
Township.
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5. The short and long-term investment benefit to the community and service area proposed.

This grant would give Midco the opportunity to provide Gig symmetrical speeds to a community that
deserves and requires better broadband service. Building a fiber to the home plant improves access
to critical school e-learning, improves access to rural health care resources and stimulates a more
robust local economy.
