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1. An executive summary of the project:

AMG Kansas ISP, LLC dba Nextlink Internet (Nextlink) is planning to construct a
fiber network in areas of Butlerand CowleyCounty. The network will connect fiber to
the premises with speeds initially up to 2000 Mbps up and 2000 Mbps down
covering 1473homes, 3 education institutions, one library,179 businesses, 2
municipal organizations and one community anchor institution.

2. A description of the location (City(s), County(s), etc.), proposed service areas, parners
involved and anticipated improvements.

Nextlink intends to construct a fiber network in areas of Butler and Cowley counties
using internal employees for most of the work involved. The company will utilize
existing team members in Goddard and Winfield and will supplement with additional
hires as necessary to meet the build-out milestones. Nextlink offers competitive
wages and great benefits to all full-time employees of the company.
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3. Goals of the project and community need to address including whether the proposed area is
unserved or economically distressed or what the compelling need is, if served.

The goals of the project are to provide high-quality, high-speed broadband internet
and phone service to underserved areas in Butler and Cowley counties. In addition
to targeting unserved and underserved areas across the counties, Nextlink is also

focusing on economically distressed areas. Based on Nextlink’ s participation in
the Affordable Connectivity Program in the state of Kansas, it is anticipated that
several households will be able to take advantage of the $30 per month subsidy and
$100 device benefit being funded through the FCC and USAC due to the
economically distressed nature of the proposed service areas.

Additionally, Nextlink proposes offering a $29.95 50/50 Mbps plan to all customers,
and $20 off all plans for ACP-qualifying customers. This means that ACP-qualifying
customers would receive a free 100/100 Mbps plan.

4. The proposed infrastruture and access improvements planned, including the number of
proposed connected premisees and community anchor institutions, businesses, or other
organizations and the recipients to be served by the project.

The fiber will be constructed across Butler and Cowley counties and will serve 1,664
total locations across the county. The fiber network will be concentrated in these
surrounding areas with the ability to provide speeds in excess of 2000 Mbps up and
2000 Mbps down covering 1473 homes, 3 education institutions, one library, 179
businesses, 2 municipal organizations and one community anchor institution.
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5. The short and long-term investment benefit to the community and service area proposed.

The short and long-term benefits to the communities and proposed service area include
the ability of served households to receive a higher quality internet, reasonably priced,
high speed, low latency experience that will provide them the ability to participate in
remote work and education, telehealth and the ability to stream content for
entertainment and leisure purposes.
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
