	1: This last mile Fiber-to-the-Premises project will serve 486 unserved households, businesses, farms and community anchor institutions in rural Stranger Township, Fairmont Township and Tonganoxie Township, between Tonganoxie and Basehor in Leavenworth County. Midco will improve unserved broadband service levels to symmetrical 5 Gbps speeds. Building a fiber to the home plant provides advanced, high-speed broadband services to households, businesses and farms in the Project Area, improves access to critical school e-learning and makes agricultural operations, business and government more efficient. The broadband network will improve access to rural health care resources and will stimulate a more robust local area economy. 
	2: The Rural Tonganoxie Basehor Project Area is split into two main sections. The South section runs north to south from State Ave to Honeycreek Rd, with the eastern border being Stranger Creek and the farthest western border being Rogers Rd. The North section starts at the northern border of Stranger Township (and extends about 1.5 miles into Fairmount Township – the very NW corner of the township), extending south to Parallel Road. The western project border is Tonganoxie Drive and the eastern project border is generally the Stranger/Fairmount Township boundary line. There are two very small areas to the west of the main South section that are unserved today and are included in the Project Area. Midco proposes bringing services to these homes – specifically a subset of homes along Parallel Road and a subset of homes on 207th St (north of George Road) that fall outside of current Midco node boundaries.

The Leavenworth County Board of Commissioners supports this project.

Midco will build a FTTP (Fiber To The Premises) access network using the 10GE EPON technology service delivery platform for providing high speed data, video and telephone service. Midco will immediately offer speeds of up to 5 Gbps download and 5 Gbps upload. 
	3: Midco’s primary objective is to bring fast, reliable, and affordable broadband service to the residents, businesses and community institutions of the Project Area. The proposed project areas are unserved today, without access to consistent and reliable broadband services of 100/20 Mbps. With Midco’s FTTP network, residents and businesses would have access to 5 Gig symmetrical speeds. Midco is committed to closing the digital divide in Kansas and is committed to bringing fast, reliable services to the residents of rural Lawrence. 
	4: Midco proposes to build fiber to the premises (FTTP) plant to unserved areas of Stranger Township, Fairmont Township and Tonganoxie Township – between the cities of Tonganoxie and Basehor. Midco’s FTTP project will extend reliable broadband service to 470 homes, 14 businesses and 2 municipal organizations. Service offerings will be broadband at speeds up to 5 Gbps/5 Gbps, video and telephone service. Midco is proud to be part of Lifeline and ACP broadband programs (credits $), allowing credit to be used across all tiers. 
	5: This grant would give Midco the opportunity to provide Gig symmetrical speeds to a community that deserves and requires better broadband service. Building a fiber to the home plant improves access to critical school e-learning, improves access to rural health care resources and stimulates a more robust local economy.

Midco services will be installed by a seasoned field technician with appointments in flexible 15-minute windows.
