	1: Nex-Tech is excited to propose this project which focuses on bringing fiber-to-the-premise broadband to over 1,500 unserved residents and businesses of Oberlin in northwest Kansas. This project will be submitted as two applications, based on the $10 million cap, but will serve all residents and businesses in both the city of Oberlin and the rural Oberlin exchange. The split is 1.) Oberlin Town and, 2.) Rural Oberlin. 
 
In the proposed area for this application, in the town of Oberlin, there are three census blocks showing as served with 1000 Mbps x 1000 Mbps service from Alphabet Inc. which is Google Fiber. We don’t feel that this data is accurate and have evidence showing that service is not available at addresses within the three blocks.  We have attached documentation from their website for service addresses within these census blocks that say service is not available and can be found under Additional Technical Reports named Evidence Data. 
 
In the rural areas of Oberlin, there are twenty-eight census blocks showing as served with 1000 Mbps x 1000 Mbps service from Rural Telephone Service Co. Inc dba Nex-Tech. This is our ILEC company, and we do have fiber in these blocks, as some addresses are served from our regulated ILEC service area. For this application, there are addresses within the blocks outside our ILEC footprint that don’t have fiber, therefore these are included in the application.   
 
Headquartered in Lenora, Kansas, Nex-Tech has been providing telecommunications services to northwest and central Kansas for over 70 years and has been an Internet service provider since 1996.  Nex-Tech’s fiber-to-the-premise footprint encompasses 52 different communities across Kansas. NexTech also provides fixed wireless Internet service to thousands of customers in rural areas of Kansas.  Nex-Tech provides a wide range of services some of which are Internet, Voice, Video, Cloud Phone, Managed IT, Security and Surveillance, Advertising, and NOC services. Nex-Tech recently completed a successful BAG grant for Bird City, Kansas, which was on time and within budget. Nex-Tech strives to promote economic growth, investment in and ultimately, the repopulation of rural Kansas. One of the ways we as a company do this is by continually providing new services in areas that are unserved or underserved. High-speed broadband is an essential utility that ultimately is a conduit, that provides quality of life amenities needed and wanted by the residents and businesses in the communities we serve.   
	2: The fiber-to-the-premise coverage for all areas in the Oberlin exchange will provide up to Gigabit symmetrical speeds for all locations.   
 
Nex-Tech currently serves a portion of the business area with a buried fiber to the premise system, including many anchor institutions. The project will allow us to expand our fiber infrastructure to serve the entire Oberlin exchange with fiber to the premise.  
 
Nex-Tech is partnering with The City of Oberlin to provide fiber broadband to the entire city of Oberlin. The City of Oberlin understands the extreme need of its citizens and is pledging an investment to the project. 
 
Nex-Tech is also partnering with the Kansas Department of Transportation (KDOT) as part of the grant area overlaps with planned KDOT routes. Through this partnership, we intend to utilize the Dig-Once initiative. 
	3: The goal of the project is to deploy fiber-to-the-premise infrastructure to all of the Oberlin, Kansas exchange which will include the town of Oberlin and the surrounding rural area of the exchange. Due to its rural location and low population density, this service area is currently unserved.  As evidenced by the letters of support, the need in these communities and rural areas is great. 
 
 
	4: In the city of Oberlin and the rural areas, there are 123 businesses and 1,369 residential customers that will have the potential to be connected to fiber services. Fiber-to-the-premise will be deployed to all locations within the Oberlin exchange including 2 educational facilities schools, 12 municipal organizations, and 3 healthcare related facilities. These are net new locations to be served with the grant funding. We currently provide free 100 Mbps symmetrical service to the library in Oberlin, as well as a free 50 Mbps public Wi-Fi service.   
 
 
	5: Short and long-term investment benefits to the community and service area proposed includes positive contribution to economic and community development of this area in a variety of ways. Due to the increase of service in areas that are lacking infrastructure, this area will be able to offer remote work opportunities to current residents as well as new residents. This will lead to job retention and recruitment activities that currently are untapped. This will also contribute to improved broadband service to existing businesses as well as educational access for students living in this area to be able to access online schooling no matter what age or level of education. With only one hospital in Decatur County, the opportunity for telehealth allows customers that receive this service deployment to be able to access and take advantage of remote healthcare from the comfort of their home. These opportunities are needed and desired for the aging population in the Oberlin area. Having access to high-speed broadband in rural and remote areas of Kansas showcases to people the opportunities on how to learn, work, and live healthy in their chosen community!
