SCTELCOM proposes to use 100% FTTP network facilities using a state-of-the-art and scalable platform for locations within the proposed coverage area. Upon project completion, subscribers will be served by a robust fiber-to-the-premise design. SCTELCOM’s current advertised internet bundles include whole-home managed Wi-Fi and are, on average, equivalent to the documented affordability benchmark for the United States (source is The Economist Intelligence Unit “The Inclusive Internet Index” Edition 5).
