The proposed unserved service area is located in rural Clearwater and rural Viola,
Kan., with 817 locations.

These communities are a suburb of
Wichita to the southwest.

This is an area currently served by SKT with ADSL service. We have deployed fixed
wireless towers as an attempt to improve connectivity; however, trees in the area
have proven to be a barrier to service. SKT would build out a multi-gigabit, scalable
fiber to the premises network in the proposed service areas.
