Kansas CDBG Blighted Property Criteria

All properties selected for rehabilitation under the Blight Spot Basis National Objective must meet the definition of “blighted property”.  As such a blight resolution from the municipality where the structure is located must be included with the application.

Blighted Property is defined as a property which meets at least three (3) of the criteria under Article 17, Buildings, Structure and Grounds of the 2019 Kansas Statute listed below.  Please choose applicable conditions:
_____ 1.	Property defects that increase the hazards of fire, accident, or another calamity.
_____ 2.	Air pollution.
_____ 3.	Light or sanitary facilities.    
_____ 4.	Dilapidation.
_____ 5.	Disrepair.
_____ 6.	Structural Defects.
_____ 7.	Uncleanliness.
_____ 8.	Dead and dying trees, limbs or other unsightly natural growth or unsightly appearances that constitute a blight to adjoining property.
_____ 9.	Walls, siding or exteriors of a quality and appearance not commensurate with the character of the properties in the neighborhood.
_____ 10.	Unsightly stored or parked material, equipment, supplies, machinery, trucks or automobiles or parts thereof.
_____ 11.	Vermin infestation.
_____ 12.	Inadequate drainage.
_____ 13.	Any violation of health, fire, building or zoning regulations.
